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What is SART?





SART is an early intervention program for children ages 0-5 which provides comprehensive assessment and treatment to improve a child’s overall functioning.  Assessment of the child will identify problem areas in social skills, motor skills, bonding, communication and environmental sensitivities.  The treatment team includes psychological counselor, a pediatrician, occupational therapists, speech and language specialists, educational parent partners and personal family support partners.
